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Abstract

The purpose of the research was to explain the factors involved in the
cultivation of educated people, the methods to use for this purpose
and the obstacles to achieving this goal, from the point of view of
university professors. To this end, an interpretive paradigm with a
qualitative approach and two methods of document-library research
and concept analysis of the type of concept interpretation were used.
The sample included 11 professors of Farhangian University of
Kurdistan province, chosen based on criteria-based purposeful
sampling. The data collection tool was a researcher-made semi-
structured interview. The interview process continued until data
saturation was reached. The findings of the research were presented
in two parts: the methods of cultivating educated people and the
existing obstacles. The former was presented in three parts: 1.
Required skills, 2. Methods of educating educated people, and 3.
Tools for educating educated people. The latter also comprised three
parts: 1. Obstacles in the field of education and training, 2. Obstacles
to adopting the appropriate model of educating an educated person,
and 3. Moral and social issues. The results showed that current
education is insufficient and improper to raise educated people. This
requires teaching more and more specialized fundamental skills and
principles. Training that will take them from passive to active actors.
Education should be multi-dimensional and more emphasis should
be placed on leading people to internal learning, self-reflection, and
skill-orientedness. Obstacles are diverse and multi-dimensional, and
in general, anything that hinders people's thinking and discretion in
education is an obstacle to education and training.
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Introduction

One of the important goals of education and training is to help promote spiritual health, nurture natural
talents and spiritual education for human perfection (Zandi, 2015, p. 24). Achieving such a goal takes
place in the process of raising people. Education in its higher levels goes towards moral education and
culture. All the ethical and mystical systems that have been presented throughout the history of
humanity, with different methods, have sought to reform man and his individual and social life
(Rahnamaei, 2017, p. 46). The discussion of education has been of interest to all nations and cultures
and not limited to a specific culture. New sciences, including psychology, also came out with a new look
to discover and cultivate the truth of man. The leaders of the humanism movement, especially Abraham
Maslow, rejected the schools of behaviorism and psychoanalysis and looked at the human being with a
relatively optimistic view and paid attention to the growth and perfection of the personality and the
development and expansion of the hidden talents of a person (Bagheri, 2013, p. 81). Our current society,
more than ever, needs to raise a productive, creative, independent, God-secking and free generation,
and this need will be met when we change our need for education and the methods that are used in the
name of education at home and school (Kirimi, 2018, p. 13). It is necessary to cultivate people with
high human understanding who are at the highest levels of perfection. The necessity of a perfect human
being is not only for the human world, but also for the whole world (Salawati & Kokram, 2019, p. 37).
Educating people has levels ranging from the education of ordinary people to that of mystics and
prophets. Education at high levels includes that of educated people, who are few in number, but whose
existence is necessary and obligatory for society, Even with the high value of a perfect human being or
rather, a human being who has a high level of education. However, there are few people who are eager
to achieve high human perfections, or if they are, there is no proper way to direct them towards the
path of education, and we are faced with scattered methods and tools. In fact, it can be said that a
structured and regular method for training such people has not yet been developed. Due to the small
number of educated people, we must look for a way to raise the level of education and increase their
population; Therefore, creating a context and providing facilities and formulating appropriate principles
and methods for educating such people can provide a way to raise the level of education of people in
society as well as identify the factors that prevent the education of educated people by specifying the

shortcomings in proper education, leading to developing a cultured society.

The main body of the article
The findings of the research were presented in two parts: the methods of cultivating educated people
and the existing obstacles. The section on the methods of educating educated people consisted of three

parts: 1. The skills required for education, including 11 items, 2. The methods of educating educated
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people, including two sections before the start of education, including 6 items, and during the education
process, including 15 items, and 3. Tools for educating educated people, including 3 items and a number
of small items were presented. The section on obstacles in achieving education was also presented in
three parts: 1. Obstacles in the field of education and training including 11 items, 2. Obstacles to
adopting the appropriate model of educating an educated person including 4 items and 3. Moral and

social issues including 9 items.

Conclusion

To cultivate educated people, the current educational system with its current process is more education-
oriented than development-oriented. This, of course, has various reasons. With the continuation of the
current situation, the educational system will not be able to produce educated people. Therefore, it is
necessary to make changes in its procedure. In general, they need to learn skills that help them to look
at issues with a wise, critical and analytical perspective and to be multi-faceted. In other words, it is
necessary to turn them from passive to active actors. Education in the direction of education should be
multi-dimensional and not just limited to moral or scientific principles. In education, you should
proceed in an argumentative and logical style. In general, the tools and methods are varied, but the
emphasis is more on getting people to learn internally in such a way that people seek education
themselves rather than receive indoctrinated and imposed education. In relation to the obstacles to
raising educated people, whatever hinders people's thinking and their free will and leads them to passive
learning is an obstacle to proper education and training. In fact, factors beyond education play a role in
education, some of which are related to society, family, culture, virtual space, economic, social
conditions, intra-personal factors, people's living environment, etc., leading to inapproptiate conditions

and environment for Cultivating educated people.
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
