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Abstract
Background and aim: With advancements in technology, the need for
vehicles in households has become inevitable. However, the theft of car
contents and parts is linked to the psychological distress of families. The
occurrence of such thefts is influenced by various factors. This study
explores the causes of car parts and contents theft and offers preventive
law enforcement strategies, particularly in provinces with the highest
frequency of such crimes.
Method: This applied research is qualitative and exploratory in nature.
The study's population included experts and specialists in the preventive
police sector of the Law Enforcement Command (FARAJA) in target
provinces. The researcher selected participants purposefully, conducting
21 interviews, and reached theoretical saturation. Data were collected
using semi-structured interviews and analyzed through thematic analysis.
For validation, external review and triangulation strategies were applied.
Results: The codes derived from interviews with experts revealed 74
basic themes related to the causes of car parts and contents theft,
categorized into seven organizing themes: enabling causes, exacerbating
causes, cultural and social causes, psychological causes, economic causes,
security and law enforcement causes, and a comprehensive theme—
causes of car parts and contents theft.
Conclusion: The findings suggest that the increase in car parts and
contents theft is mainly rooted in economic factors and rising
unemployment rates. Therefore, a comprehensive strategy focusing on
improving economic conditions, combined with preventive measures
derived from this study, can effectively reduce such crimes.
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
